Discussion Question:
1. What is the top priority of your life?

Key Verse:-Therefore let all Israel be assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ”-Acts 2:36 NIV
Lord & Lordship are old but powerful words. We typically don’t use these words in today’s vernacular. These words were first used in 12th & 14th century. It’s important to note that the word Lordship was derived from the word Lord.
Biblically, there are few rendering of the word “Lord” both in Greek and Hebrew:

Hebrew. Jehovah, has been rendered in the English Bible LORD, printed in small capitals. This is the proper name of the God of the Hebrews. The form "Jehovah” is retained only in Ex. 6:3; Ps. 83:18; Isa. 12:2; 26:4

Hebrew. ba'al, a master, as having domination

Greek. kurios, a supreme master

Hebrew. 'adon, means one possessed of absolute control. It denotes a master, as of slaves (Gen. 24:14, 27), or a ruler of his subjects (45:8), or a husband, as lord of his wife (18:12).
Lordship central to Salvation: The starting point of salvation is the acknowledgement of the Lordship of Christ Jesus. When we confessed with our mouth that Christ is Lord, we are declaring to the heavens and earth that we are submitted to Lordship of Christ. In plain language we are declaring that Jesus is the CEO/Boss of our lives. This is an “all or nothing oath” Jesus is not just the one that saved and redeemed us but the one we must completely surrender. Jesus is both Lord and Savior.  – Romans 10:9

Lordship starts in the Heart: Surrendering to Christ is not about following set of rules and meaningless traditions but it’s about a heart that is completely submitted His will. Lordship is about a heart that wants to follow Christ not out of obligations but from the overflow of love. –1 Peter 3:15

Lordship requires Obedience: If Jesus is the CEO of our lives, then we must obey His instructions and commands. We can’t just make vain intellectual confession without the right corresponding action. We must be committed to live a lifestyle of obedience. –Luke 6:46, Matthew 7:21
