S1: Separation: There is an infinite gap between God and man that separates us from relationship with God. The separation between man and God is not physical, intellectual, or religious, but a moral separation. God is holy and good and we are not    – Isaiah. 59:1-2 NASB

S2: Sin: The thing that separates us from God is sin. Sin=disobedience against God. We were born into sin and we have sinned as well –Romans 3:23 NASB, Romans 6:23 NASB

S3: Sacrifice: Because of the separation caused by our sin, we deserved judgment. This is because God is just. The only way to be free is through a blameless sacrifice. Since God is merciful and loving, Jesus freely became the sacrifice for sin  –Romans 6:23 NASB

S4: Substitution: In order to cure our sin problem, Jesus was substituted in our place so that we could be healed from sin. On the cross, Jesus took our sin and punishment on himself, so that we could be righteous before him.  Jesus was the only suitable substitute to fill the gap between god and man. -2 Corinthians 5:21NASB,  2 Corinthians 8:9NASB
